Daejeon Civic Youth Choir (DCYC), “The dream tree in Daejeon” was established in the
chorus city of Daejeon in 1982. DCYC with exceptional skills and advanced techniques
creates a new landscape in choir culture, giving the regular concerts, special concerts,
and charity concerts, which held more than 30 times a year. 

DCYC took the opportunity to become active on a worldwide scale through The 14th
International Youth Music Festival in Kumamoto in 1988.

Widely in demand as a youth choral conducting educator,
Deokkyu Kim was served as a dean of College Arts & Physical
Education at the Joongbu University. She currently works as an
active member of International Choir Olympic Committee and
Daejeon International Choral Festival Organizing Committee.

Deokkyu Kim has been recognized internationally in choral
conducting. Under her strong leadership, Daejeon Civic Youth
Choir participated in Gumamoto International Youth Music
Festival in Japan. Moreover, honorably DCYC were invited to
perform to the first, in the Edinburgh International Festival of
London, the United Kingdom in 2007. She served as the invited
guest conductor of Saint-Petersburg National Choir at White
Night Festival in Russia, Uzbek National Chorus in 2007, and
Vancouver Chamber Choir at International Conductors
Symposium in Canada. In addition to many guest conductor
careers, she has received many awards in choir competitions
including a minister of education prize (1982), The president of
Hankook ilbo prize (1985), The president of KBS prize (1988).

In recognition of the contribution as a conductor as well as a
educator, she has been appointed three times as music director
of Daejeon Civic Youth Choir since 1997. She hopes that DCYC
promotes music awareness not only for talented teenagers and
university students but also for young boys establishing Boys’
Choir so that the specialized DCYC°Øs program will offer unique
opportunities and focus on a variety of interest for young
musicians of the future.
